· The individual and/or project should demonstrate some of the following: 
· Leadership,
· innovation,
· high level of performance and/or 
· establishing partnership.

For this Award, a land trust is defined in the Annotated Code of Maryland at Natural Resources Article 3-2A-01(d)

 “Land trust” means a qualified conservation organization that:
(1)   Is a qualified organization under § 170(h)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and regulations adopted under § 170(h)(3); and
(2)   Has executed a cooperative agreement with the Maryland Environmental Trust
